Swimming Lessons for participants ages (4) and up will held on Mondays from October 
6th to November 24th at the Waldoboro Fitness Center, 75 Winslow's Mills Rd., Waldoboro.  Those 
younger than four will be accepted if accompanied in the pool.  Skill level 1 & 2 runs 3:30-4:00pm and 
skill level 2 & 3 runs from 4:00-4:30pm.   Eight (30) minute sessions with a Red Cross certified 
instructor will be provided. Space is limited to 10 students per session.  (Level 1 - Introduction to 
Water Skills: helps students feel comfortable in the water, Level 2 - Fundamental Aquatic Skills: gives 
students success with fundamental skills. Level 3 - Stroke Development: builds on the skills in Level 2 
by providing additional guided practice.  Cost of the program is $30 for Waldoboro residents ($40 for 
non-residents).
