I t ypically st art  
by  saying t hat  one of t he biggest  pieces of my job is keeping t hem safe  while away fr om t heir parent s and at  
school.  To t hat  end, I want ed you t o know some of t he ways in which we at  UES work t o keep your children 
safe  while under our care. 
 

 WE PRA CTICE Ð Your children may have t old you t hat  t hey have had t o leave school f or t wo Fire Drills 
already.  Not  only are we r eq u ir ed  b y  law  t o  hav e at  least  t en  f i r e d r i l l s d u r ing  t he  y ear , it  is 
import ant  t o pract ice just  what  t o do when t he alarm goes of f Ð it  can be pret t y scary when it  st art s t o 
blow! 

 

 WE PLA N AHEAD Ð We will be complet ing t wo ot her t ypes of drills t hroughout  t he year as well.  
Ev ac uat io n  Dr i l ls are similar t o Fire Drills, but  remove t he st aff and st udent s fu rt her away f rom t he 
building, off t he campus where t hey can be kept  safe  unt il t ransport ed home.  Loc kd o w n Dr i l l s 
act ually keep us IN t he school, safe ly out  of corridors and large spaces if t here are concerns of unsafe 
act ivit y occurring out side our school or ent ering t he building. 

 

 WE ARE A WARE Ð Our sign-in procedures are in place not  t o inconvenience you, but  t o ensure t hat  
your children leave t he building only wi t h people you have aut horized and t hat  we know wit h whom 
t hey left  and when.  Please assist  t h is p r oc ess in  t he af t e rno o n by  s ig ning  in at  t he o f f ic e 
and  m ov ing  int o  t he  gy m nasium  so  t hat  st af f  c an  eas i ly  o b serv e  al l  ac t iv i t y  in t he f o y er  
and  rec o g nize al l  w ho  are  ent e r ing  o ur  bu i ld ing .  

 

 WE KNOW OUR COMMUNIT Y,  T HEY KNOW US Ð St aff work diligent ly t o get  so t hat  recognit ion of 
people ent ering t he school is immediat e.  As soon as school pict ures are t aken, al l  st af f  w i l l  b e 
wear ing  p ho t o  IDs so t hat  st udent s know who belongs here and who is safe  t o approach in t he 
building or on t he playground.  We also ask all people ent ering UES fo r any purpose t o  sig n in at  t he  
o f f i ce w ind o w o n sim p le ÒPeel  and  St ic kÓ V ISIT OR badg es t hat  are  wo r n w hi le he re .  The 
new superint endent Õs offi ce on t he second fl oor is commit t ed t o assist ing us in t his effo rt  by  
maint aining a similar procedure at  t heir second fl oor ent rance, so t hat  people are well-ident ifi ed 
wherever t hey go t hroughout  t he building.

* Get  t o t he school bus st op f ive minut es ear ly, so you wonÕt  have t o r un t o cat ch t he bus. 

* When wait ing f or  t he bus, st ay away f r om t r af f ic.  Line up at  least  f ive giant  st eps away f r om t he cur b   

or  t he  r oadway t o wait  f or  t he bus. 

* Never  r un af t er  t he school bus if  i t  has alr eady lef t  t he bus st op. 

* Never  push when get t ing on or  of f  of  t he school bus. 

* Always walk at  least  10 f eet  in f r ont  of  t he bus when cr ossing so t hat  t he school bus dr iver  can see 

you. 

* Be awar e Ð Cr oss wit h Car e!  Wait  unt il t he school bus has st opped all t r af f ic bef or e st epping out  ont o 

t he r oad. 

* When t he school bus is moving, always st ay in your  seat .  Never  put  your  head, ar ms or  hands out  of  t he 

window. 

* Talk quiet ly; do not  dist r act  your  school bus dr iver . 

* I f  your  school bus cr osses r ailr oad t r acks, be calm and quiet  so t hat  your  dr iver  can list en f or  a t r ain.  

Always obey your  school bus dr iver Õs inst r uct ions, so t hat  he or  she can make saf e decisions. 

* Never  play wit h t he emer gency exit s.  Backpacks, band inst r ument s, or  spor t s equipment  may not  block 

t he aisle or  emer gency exit s.  I f  t her e is an emer gency, list en t o t he dr iver  and f ollow inst r uct ions. 

* When get t ing of f  of  t he school bus, make sur e t hat  all dr awst r ings and ot her  loose obj ect s ar e secur e 

so t hat  t hey donÕt  get  caught  on t he handr ail or  t he door . 

* Never  cr oss t he st r eet  behind t he school bus. 

* I f  you leave somet hing on t he bus or  dr op somet hing out side of  t he bus, never  go back f or  it .  The 

dr iver  may not  see you and begin moving t he bus.
